FEATURES
The Mizzou Golf Camp is a fun way to learn the game of golf. Every player 
will receive individual and group instruction in all facets of the game.

ELIGIBILITY
Players ages 11-18 are eligible for the camps. Enrollment is open to all 
skill levels.

LOCATION
The camps will be held at The Club at Old Hawthorne, located east of 
Columbia, Mo. Students will be housed in one of the University of 
Missouri’s newest dorms. 

FEES
$995 per session. A non-refundable $250 deposit is required in order to 
guarantee a spot in the camp. The remaining balance is due May 25, 2014. 
If full payment is not received by May 25, 2014, students forfeit their 
deposit and spot in the camp. Children of University of Missouri faculty 
and staff will receive an additional $100 discount. A team incentive is also 
available. Campers who register with a teammate from their high school 
will receive a $100 discount.

EQUIPMENT NEEDED
•	Golf clothes and attire for the length of the camp. Please include collared 

shirts and Bermuda shorts to wear at the golf course. All clothing, clubs 
and personal items should be labeled with your name or ID.
