Eligibility Requirements 

• Gender: Open to male golfers 
• Membership: Players must be a member of the Senior Series Tour ($70) 
• Age: 50+ as of April 21st, 2025. 
• USGA Handicap Index: Must have an up-to-date USGA Handicap Index 
• Must live in Missouri or a contiguous state 

 
Registration Information 
Players can register for all Senior Series events starting on March 4, 2025 at 9 a.m. All registrations close 7 days 
prior to the event at noon. The Senior Series Tour is very popular among our members, so we encourage you to 
register for your desired events as soon as possible. 
If the event is full when you register, you will automatically be put on the waitlist. You will not be charged for the 
event until a spot becomes available.  
 
Divisions and Yardages 
A player will compete in the age division based on their age as of April 21st, 2025. This date will determine your age 
division placement for the entire 2025 Senior Series season. 
  
Gross Divisions 
50-54: Maximum 6500 yards 
55-59: Maximum 6500 yards 
60-64: Maximum 6500 yards 
65-69: Maximum 6000 yards 
70+: Maximum 6000 yards 
Net Divisions 
50-58: Maximum 6200 yards 
59-64: Maximum 6200 yards 
65-69: Maximum 5800 yards 
70-74: Maximum 5600 yards 
75+: Maximum 5600 yards 
 
Senior Series Tour Division Policy 
If a week prior to the event, there are low participation numbers in similar divisions, they will be merged (only 
divisions playing the same sets of tees would be combined). Payouts will be made based on the merged group but 
points will be given based on original division entered.  
 
Entry Information 

• Deadline: Must register online by noon 7 days prior to each event 
• Fee: $95 
• Host Club Member Fee: Members of the host club can enter an event at a discounted fee of $70. To 

redeem this discount, players must call the MGA office to register. This offer is limited to once per season 
and does not apply to the SS Tour Championship. 

• Field size: 90 players 
• Format: 18 holes of gross stroke play 



• Refund Policy: Refunds are issued if requested at least 7 days prior to start of event. Refunds are not 
issued if requested less than a week in advance. 

• Rain out: In the event of a rainout, entry fee refunds will be issued minus a $5 credit card processing fee.

Each event is a one-day tournament, except Ozarks National/Buffalo Ridge, which is a two day tournament.

Event Attire 
• Appropriate golf attire is required at all MGA events. Appropriate golf attire for men includes a collared shirt 

with sleeves that must always be tucked in and Bermuda length shorts or slacks. Proper golf attire for 
women consists of a shirt with sleeves or a collared tank top, paired with a skirt, shorts, or slacks. Shoes 
with metal or traditionally designed spikes must NOT be worn.  

• In the event of any conflicts between the dress code as outlines by either the MGA or the host 
facility/venue, the dress code of the host facility/venue will prevail. 

• Failure to adhere to the MGA attire policy may result in the player being asked to change or leave the event.
